Serge de Gheldere, Ceo, FUTUREPROOF/ED

Serge de Gheldere (1967) is a design engineer, trained as an electro-mechanical engineer in Groep T
Engineering School, Leuven (B) with a focus on materials technology and product design, and as a master in
polymer and composites engineering at the KU Leuven (B).
